Welcome to Poland, Rzeszow!

Get ready to discover a country where a rich, over a thousand-year-old history
and beautiful, diverse nature create a unique whole. Poland is a country with a long
tradition — its first historical events are dated back to 966! Moreover, Poland is
located in the heart of Europe and is a country of contrasts, mainly due to its
diverse terrain — there are mountains (the Tatras, the Sudetes), lowlands, lake
districts and highlands. These places are used for both leisure and sightseeing
tourism. Poland's cultural tourist attractions include cities with historic buildings,
UNESCO World Heritage sites, museums with many valuable exhibitions, and places
of religious worship, such as Czestochowa.

The capital of Poland is Warsaw, a city with a population of about two million.
Warsaw is located on the Wista, the longest river in the country. The capital, like the
whole country, is a city of contrasts — modern skyscrapers stand opposite historic
tenement houses. Warsaw is a dynamic city, combining history and modernity,
where modern attractions, monuments, and a rich cultural and entertainment life
complement each other. The city is a home to one of the most modern science
centres — the Copernicus Science Centre, where visitors can learn about science,
nature and technology through experiences, experiments and interactive
exhibitions. Visitors can test the laws of physics by themselves, discover the secrets
of human body and understand the phenomena occurring in nature.

In the south-east of Poland lies Rzeszow — the capital of the Podkarpackie
voivodeship and innovation — a young-at-heart, rapidly developing and lively city.
Known for its innovation, universities and friendly atmosphere, it combines modern
infrastructure with proximity to nature. Walking through the Rzeszéw market
square or relaxing by the Wistok River, it is easy to feel the unique atmosphere of
Podkarpacie. The city has two large state universities — the University of Rzeszow
and the Rzeszow University of Technology — as well as several private universities.
